Born in Pasadena, California, in 1947 and raised by her |
mother and grandmother, Butler authored celebrated
novels including Parable of the Sower (1993), a New
York Times Notable Book of the Year, and Parable of the
Talents (1998), winner of the Nebula Award. Known for
her lean prose and formidable protagonists, Butler crafted
stories that move between past and future while offering
sharp reflections on the present.
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
